What do the steel in a fridge, a pen, 
a park bench and a ruler have in 
common?  
They can all be made from the 
cartridges you return through the 
Cartridges 4 Planet Ark program.   
 
Every cartridge dropped into a 
collection box is sent to Close the 
Loop in Melbourne where it is 
sorted.  About half the laser 
cartridges are returned to their 
original producers for their 
remanufacturing processes.  The 
rest are crushed, their component 
materials separated and used to 
make new products - ranging from 
sheet metal to plastic rulers and 
from pens to eWood, an Australian-
invented wood replacement 
product.
