One day the rich man wanted to prepare a meal for a visitor . He did not want to kill 
one of his own sheep so he stole the pet from the poor man, killed it and cooked it for 
his visitor.  

“The man 
who did this deserves to die.” 

Nathan looked at King David and said: “You are the man ! You acted like the rich man 
in the story.

Nathan then told David that God had forgiven him. David then wrote Psalm 51 which 
begins as follows:
